1912-16 – McKenna McBride Commission shrunk some reserves, made some new, valuable land lost

Few treaties signed in BC; land and resources appropriated

1921 – Cranmer Potlatch prosecution

1949 – in BC Aboriginal right to vote

1951 – Indian Act changed to remove Potlatch Ban and land claims pursuit ban, women got the right to vote in Band elections
1960 – Aboriginal Right to vote in Federal elections

1963 – Hawthorn Report from the Federal Government. States assimilation as a policy is over.

1969 White Paper to remove all status

1980 Constitution Process – will remove all Aboriginal Rights from Constitution

1982- Aboriginal Rights Entrenched in the Charter of Rights and Freedoms – Sections 25 and 35 (p. 138)
1996 – Royal Commission on Aboriginal Peoples

1992 – BC Treaty Commission set up to finally deal with title and land issues

1998 – Statement of Reconciliation –Federal Government apologizes for assimilationist policies that were racist and so damaging to Native peoples and cultures.

2000 – Nisga’a Treaty signed

2008 – Formal Apology for Residential Schools
	From the beginning, requests for respect for title and sharing the land and resources

1862-Chilcotin War

1874 – Petition to Government by southern, Coastal tribes request at least 80 acres per family. Protest in New Westminster

1881 – Nisga’a delegation to Victoria

1885 – Tsimshian elders to Ottawa

1887 – Nisga’a and Tsimshian meet with BC Premier Smithe –(“I have never seen this book”)

1899 – FN in NE resistance to Gold Rush to Yukon leads to Treaty 8
1910- Laurier Memorial-Presentation to Prime Minister Laurier

1911 Victoria Conference

1911 Nearly 100 Chiefs meet with Premier McBride 

1916 – Nisga’a and Interior Tribes meet with Government in Ottawa to protest McKenna McBride decision to eliminate all title 

1916 – Allied Indian Tribes forms because of McKenna McBride; folded when working for land claims became illegal

1931 formation of Native Brotherhood of BC to work for rights in hunting, fishing, trapping; The Sisterhood worked for rights for women in canning industry

1949 – Frank Calder elected to BC provincial legislature
1969 – Nisga’a take Province to court over title to traditional territory

1980 – Constitution Express to make sure Aboriginal rights are entrenched or enshrined in the highest law of the land – Also Child Caravan
Tests of the Constitution – Van der Peet, Sparrow, Guerin, -Native people appeal convictions to confirm Aboriginal Rights in BC
1986 – Sechelt, Sunshine Coast – achieve self-government
1987 – Delgamuukw - Gitxsan and Wet’suwet’en take the Provincial Government to court over ownership of their land in the Skeena and Bulkley Valleys

1990 – Oka Crisis

2000 – Nisga’a Treaty Signed; includes self-government
