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civic online reasoning - civic relates to the duties of a citizen in a democracy. Reasoning - the action of thinking about something in a logical, sensible way

clickbait - content whose main purpose is to attract attention and encourage visitors to click on a link to a particular web page

fake news - news that is not real, but is presented as legitimate news

media/medium - a means of mass communication - broadcasting, publishing, the internet

bad journalism - news that is poorly researched, presented on purpose or otherwise 

misleading headline - a headline to a news story that doesn’t clearly match the events presented 

credible - able to be believed, convincing

digital content - content found online

reliable - able to be trusted, good quality

opinion piece - the writer is expressing a personal opinion about a particular 

news item or issue

advertisement -  a notice or announcement in a public medium promoting a product, service, or event or publicizing a job vacancy 

polarized - when groups of people are divided from each other because of strongly competing opinions or beliefs

bias- prejudice in favour or against a thing, person, group, or set of ideas, sometimes considered unfair

bias confirmation -media that confirms our own beliefs, rather than getting us to see things from different perspectives. 

PR Firm - Public Relations Firm - a company that promotes businesses, individuals, or groups

think tank - a body of experts providing advice, research, and ideas on specific economic, social, or political ideas. 

independent - free from outside control

propaganda - information, especially of a biased or misleading nature, used to promote or publicize a particular political cause or point of view

claim verification/fact check - to find out if what a source is saying is true, valid

partisan – adjective meaning prejudiced in favour of a particular cause, like a party or ideology
source - where information comes from

sponsored content - material in an online publication which resembles the publication's editorial content but is paid for by an advertiser and intended to promote the advertiser's product

native advertising - material in an online publication which resembles the publication's editorial content but is paid for by an advertiser and intended to promote the advertiser's product

poll -to record the opinion of a group of people, and to represent it statistically

information literacy - competence or knowledge in how to deal with different types of information

editor - a person who is in charge of and determines the final content of a text, particularly a newspaper or magazine

editorial - a newspaper article written by or on behalf of an editor that gives an opinion on a topical issue

journalism -the activity or profession of writing for newspapers, magazines, or news websites or preparing news to be broadcast

fact -a piece of information used as evidence or as part of a report or news article/something indisputable

fiction - story about imaginary events/people

point of view - a  particular attitude or way of considering a matter

reputable - having a good reputation

remote reporting - writing news from a different location -for example, not in a war zone - considered a secondary source

firsthand account - information or experience from the original source or personal experience (primary source)

algorithm - a process or set of rules to be followed in calculations or other problem-solving operations, especially by a computer

stringer - a newspaper correspondent not on the regular staff of a newspaper, especially one retained on a part-time basis to report on events in a particular place

satire - the use of humour, irony, exaggeration, or ridicule to expose and criticize people's stupidity or vices, particularly in the context of contemporary politics and other topical issues

skeptical - not convinced, having doubts or reservations

false flag - covert operations that are designed to deceive in such a way that activities appear as though they are being carried out by entities, groups, or nations other than those who actually planned and executed them.
scholarly – written by experts in academic or professional fields. Considered excellent sources of information because they do research, other people in the field review their work, and there is a large bibliography of information to support it.  

echo chamber – an encloses space that produces reverberations of sound – when the media you consume only reflects one point of view and you never hear any other perspectives on a topic. Leads to polarization (digital islands drifting further apart).
